1. Go to the North Idaho College website (www.nic.edu), click on Admissions and follow the links to submit your application for admission 
to NIC.   

2. Go to the Financial Aid website to apply for Financial Aid on-line. 
3. Complete assessment test (COMPASS) as directed by Admissions,  
4. Attend OARS.  You will receive information on MYNIC or from Advising about this. Or contact Advising for more information.
